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COACH’S TIP SHEET 

Your Role 
As a coach, your role is to help the learner perform the task of drawing the 
picture in the handout. 
 
To do this, you need to give step by step instructions, encouragement and 
suggestions for how best to achieve the results you’re after.  If your learner has a 
negative attitude about their ability to draw, you will need to give more 
encouragement. 
 

Suggestions 

Let your partner see what you are going to be teaching.  Show the steps then 
walk them through the process, watching and encouraging at each stage. 
 
Say the shapes may be difficult at first (ball shapes, sausage shapes or kidney 
shapes) but a little practice will improve. 
 

Learner Tips 
The first steps that are the easiest need to be done most carefully.  A mistake 
here could spoil the whole picture. 
 
The first sketch should be done lightly and carefully. 
 
Step two is sketched on top of the drawing. 
 
Continue in this way until the last step. 

 

Additional Tips 
Have the learner watch the spaces between the lines as well as the lines, and 
see that they are the same as the drawing. 
 
Use a rubber to lighten the work after each step. 
 
Ask the learner at the last step to darken or make the outlines broader a rub out 
the sketched pencil marks from the previous steps. 
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
